Judi Silvano

Singer/composer/artist Judi Silvano has worked in the New York area since 1976 when she moved from her native Philadelphia.  Her diverse career as modern dancer, classical singer and then jazz singer has taken her to clubs, concert halls and universities around the world.
She has been voted Top 10 Vocalist in Down Beat Polls 4 times, Best Jazz Singer in the Hudson Valley, has received Grants from Meet the Composer and New York State Council on the Arts, co-founded JSL Records and teaches Vocal Improvisation Masterclasses Internationally.  
To date Judi has released 14 music recordings on Blue Note, Soul Note/ Black Saint, Zoho Music, Jazzed Media, Muse Eek and JSL Record labels to critical acclaim and she sings from the heart each time.  
She has performed and/or recorded with such artists as Joe Lovano, Kenny Werner, Bill Frisell, Jack DeJohnette, Charlie Haden, Steve Swallow, Victor Lewis, Wynton Marsalis, Gunther Schuller, Michael Abene and Bruce Arnold among others. She has had a long relationship with tenor titan Joe Lovano since the early 1980’s and they have developed a unique and collaborative style together.  Silvano is known for creating spontaneous melodies and tasteful phrasing with her vocal instrument in a horn-like manner.
As a composer Judi has won a Meet The Composer grant and her more than 45 chamber works and jazz songs have been played on concert stages in the US and Europe.  Her Interdisciplinary Educational Workshop “Pathways to Music and Dance” was awarded 2 New York State Council on the Arts Grants and delights all age groups.  In addition, Silvano champions the work of under-performed American Women Composers (her “Women’s Work” CD) and presents a Billie Holiday and Abbey Lincoln program. 
Silvano’s recent recordings include “My Dance” (a Duo with veteran pianist/conductor Michael Abene in her first all-Original 2015 album on JSL Records, some with her lyrics while leaving the story of other songs to the listener’s imagination); a series of Electro-Acoustic Duos (with guitarist Bruce Arnold where they use Digital Effects on both guitar and vocals in a series of co-composed soundscapes released on Muse Eek) “Listen to This” (2016), the soothing “Cloudwalking” (2018) and “Unity” (2021);  her second all-Original album “Lessons Learned” (featuring the 2-guitar interactions of Bruce Arnold and Kenny Wessel, released on Switzerland’s Unit Records in 2018 and produced by Joe Lovano who makes 2 guest appearances); and “Dancing on the Edge” (a live concert recording at the Deerhead Inn with Dave Liebman, Joe Lovano, Tony Marino and Michael Stephans released on Dot Time Records in 2020).
Judi Silvano has also become an accomplished painter, working in Watercolor, Oil, Acrylic, Pastel, Encaustic (hot wax) and Mixed Media.  She draws inspiration from her travels around the world witnessing the beauty of Nature and from the creative musicians and dancers she has known. Silvano’s work has been shown and sold in Solo and Group exhibits nationally and online and has received awards in juried shows.
